It's mot cheap — about $265 for dinner - and there aren't
many seats, only a dozen, 5o it's not easy to get a reser-
vation even if you have enocugh money. Howewver, it is
easy to get to. You don’t need to be a swimmer or a
scuba diver, but yvou do have 1o wear formal clothes. You
simply go down the spiral stairs to the restaurant.

The manager, Carlton Schieck says, “We have used
aquarium technology to put diners face-to-face with the
fish. Qur guests are speechless at the color and beauty of
the underwater world. They can enjoy the views and the
fine foed and not get their feet wet.”

The views are spectacular. In the crystal-blue ocean, a few
feet from your head, there are sharks, sting rays, turtles,
and thousands of tropical fish locking at you as you eat.
There is also a fabulous coral garden to add to the color.
The experience is both roamantic and magical - and you
can guess what's on the menu!

The restaurant opened in 2004 and cost almost §5
million to build. In April 2010 it also became a hotel.
if wou want more excitement and would like to sleep
underwater with the fish, you can do this for just
$12,000 a night!

However, an underwater building can't last forever, It is
thought that it will have a life of about twenty years.

Mack is planning to open mere restaurants and
now has the patent for the idea.

The meals are not expensive - about €8 ($11) a serving.
And if you want, you can pay by debit card at the end of
the month. And semething else that saves money - there
is, of course, no need to leave a tip!

What exactly are computer viruses?
They are simply computer programs that
replicate themsehses again and again.
This ability was predicted as early as
1949 by a German mathematician,
John von Neumann. It is generally
believed that the very first was
a wirus called Creeper. It was
detected on ARPAMNET (the
ancestor of the [nternet)

in the earky 19705, It was
written by an engineer named Bob Thomas from Cambridge,
Massachusetts in 1971. However, the Creeper was not a bad
virus; it did not damage computers. When a machine was
infected, a message simply appeared on the screen saying “I'm
the Creeper, catch me if you can!” More damaging viruses ap-
. peared in the 1980s with the spread of persanal computers.

In 1986, Brain was the first virus to infect PCs; in 1901,
Michelangelo was the first to make international news:

in 2000, Love Letter broke hearts by sending emails saying
“Hove you® to tens of millions of computers; and in 2007,
Storm Worm spread with a message saying “230 dead as
storm batters Europe!l”

The first ever blogger may never be identified, but the mast
likely candidate is an American journalist, Justin Hall. He
began blogging in 1994 (before the word “blog” existed) with
a website called “Justin’s Links from the Underground.” At
first, his website just gave rather boring information about
the Internet.

readers were attracted to his site,
fascinated by his daily blogs.

Thee iddea was copied in many countries, inchuding Friends Reunited
in the UK. In 2003, the business networking site Linkedin began.

It now has ower 300 million members. In the same year and with

three times that number was MySpace. However, one name leads
all ather global social networking sites, Facebook.
Created in 2004 by students at Harvard
University, it went worldwide in 2006
and has mare than 800 million users,
There has even been a movie, The
Social Netwark, made about it.

It seems people love talking
about themsshves, On the
micro-blogging site, Twitter,
users inform their followers
about tiny details of their
lives: *I'm having haoney with
my toast this morning!”
