The refugee from AfSHER

Twenty years ago, a boy called Mohammad Razai arrived
in England with nothing but a few clothes. Today he is a
graduate of Cambridge University and a medical doctor.

Aged just 15, Mohammad set out from his home country
of Afghanistan with his cousin. His mother told him to
leave Afghanistan when life became very dangerous for
the family. ‘I was very sad, he said, ‘I didn’t know if I would
see my mother again.’ An uncle managed to get them on a
plane, but they had no idea where they were going. Finally,
they got to England.

When they arrived, Mohammad was very surprised at

how kind people were. ‘We lived with a foster family. The
mother made us feel very welcome.
