7.1 Learning from experience

Thomas Edison (1847-1931) was an American inventor,
scientist and businessman, He is credited with inventing
the phonograph (the first record player), the motion
pheture camera and the light bulb. He was also one of the
first peaple to use mass production.

Benjamin Franklin (1706-1790) was one of the founding
fathers of the US. However, he was also a politician, a
sclentisl, an inventor, a statesman and a diplomat. He
was a major figure of the American enlightenment. He
invented lightning rods and bifocals (glasses for people
with more than one eye problem), He also founded the
first public library and the first fire department in the US.

In this lesson, Ss listen to people talking about how they
learned to do something.

She dressed rrany famous film stars and
she was still working when she died in 1971
