he sun is a star, and it is very important for our planet Earth. It gives us

light and heat. However, Earth is not alone. It shares the sun with seven
other planets. Together, these planets revolve around the sun in a solar system.
Other bodies travel in this solar system, such as moons, asteroids, and comets.
They all move around the sun because the sun’s gravity is very strong.

Each planet’s path around the sun is called an orbit. The planets that are
closer to the sun have smaller orbits, so they take less time to go around it.
Mercury takes 88 days to complete one orbit. Earth completes one orbit in
365 days, or one year. Neptune's orbit takes 60,200 days, or almost 165 years!

Each planet in our solar system is unique. For example, Mercury is the
smallest planet. It has lots of craters, just like our moon. Jupiter is the biggest
planet. Its diameter is eleven times bigger than Earth’s. Saturn has giant rings
of matter around it. Neptune is the farthest planet from the sun.

Mars is a neighboring planet, and scientists are learning a lot about it.
They send many space probes to Mars. A space probe called Curiosity landed
on Mars on August 6, 2012. Curiosity is as big as a car, and it moves over the
surface of Mars. It recently found rocks that had strange shapes. Running water
made these shapes. This is an important discovery. Space probes like Curiosity
continue to explore the planets, moons, and other bodies in our solar system.

Patrick Dougherty is a unique sculptor. He combines
his love of nature with his skills as a carpenter. His

goal is “fo build a great sculpture that excites people’s
Imaginations.” You can see his large-scale sculptures in
many places around the world.

Dougherty’s sculptures are made of young trees,
or saplings. The saplings are flexible, so he can bend
them into rounded shapes. He keeps them together by
weaving the saplings around each other. Building the sculpture is
a big job, so the local community helps Dougherty with his project.
Many volunteers help to collect the saplings, mark out the space,
and build the sculpture. The sculptures are temporary. They will
decompose, or break down, over time.

“Sticks are something we all have
in common,” Dougherty sauys.

When you look at the artwork of Korean artist Sung Hee Cho up close, you see small pieces of
brightly colored paper on a large canvas. It may seem disorderly with colors scattered around.
However, as you step back, you can imagine the stars, galaxies, and the beauty of the universe.
Cho combines hanyi, traditional Korean paper, with paint. First, she paints the canvas.
Then, she cuts out pieces of hanyiinto small shapes, such as flower petals. Next,
she dyes and paints the small pieces of paper in a different color. Then she glues
thousands of them onto the canvas in layers to capture the glimmer
of light.

scratch verb (1) to move your nails
across your skin (2) to cut or make a
mark on something with a sharp thing

sculptor noun a person who makes
shapes from materials like stone, clay,
or wood

seahorse noun a small ocean fish that
swims in a vertical position and has a
head that looks like the head of a horse



search verb to look carefully because
you are trying to find someone
or something

sea turtle noun an animal with a hard,
round shell on its back that lives in the
ocean

sedimentary rock noun a type of rock
formed from sand, stones, mud, etc., that
settles at the bottom of lakes or other
bodies of water

shading noun the use of color, pencil
lines, etc., to create light and dark areas
of a drawing or painting so it looks real

shapes noun what you see if you draw
a line around different things; the forms
of things

shrimp noun a small animal with a soft
shell and a lot of legs that lives in the
ocean. It turns pink when you cook it.

shrink verb to become smaller or to
make something smaller

sign verb to write your name in your own
way on something

sketch noun a picture that you draw
quickly

skull noun the bones in the head of a
person or an animal

sleeping bag noun a big, warm bag that
you sleep in when you go camping

sleigh noun a large vehicle with pieces
of metal or wood instead of wheels that
you sit in fo move over snow. A sleigh is
usually pulled by animals.

sloth noun a South American animal
that lives in trees and moves very slowly

smartphone noun a cell phone that

snorkel verb to swim underwater with

people or animals from bad weather

storm shutters noun wooden or metal
things that cover the outside of a
window to protect it from bad weather

street painter noun a person who draws
pictures on streets or sidewalks, usually
with chalk

talented adj. having a natural ability to
do something well

teamwork noun the ability of people to
work together

telescope noun a long, round piece of
equipment with special glass inside it.
You look through it to make things that
are far away appear bigger.
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temperate forest noun a forest in a part
of the world that is not very hot and not
very cold

terrible adj. very bad

texture noun the way that something
feels when you touch it

thief noun a person who steals
something

three-dimensional adj. having length,
width, and height

thunderstorm noun a storm with a lot of
rain, thunder, and flashes of light (called
lightning) in the sky

tomb noun a place that is often
underground where a dead person’s
body is buried

tornado noun a violent storm with a
very strong wind that blows in a circle

tourist noun a person who visits a place
on vacation

trachea noun the tube in your throat
that carries air to the lungs

controls something so that it starts

turn over phrasal verb to move so

turn up phrasal verb (turn something
up) to make something produce more
sound or heat by moving a switch

unique adj. not like anyone or

universe noun (the universe) Earth and

varnish noun a clear paint with no color,
which you put on something to make
it shine

vast adj. very big

veil noun a piece of material that a
woman puts over her head and face

veins noun the small fubes in your body

straight up and down, not side to side

temperate forest = worries
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victim noun a person or thing that is
hurt, damaged, or killed by someone

virus noun a living thing that is too small
