START YOUR OWN BAND

A lot of readers have been asking me for advice about how to put a band together, so

I thought it was time to write a

ost about my experience. Every band has a different

tory, but hopefully some of the stuff below will be useful to you.

First, you've got to choose your band members.

T | was at college with a great bunch of
musicians, so | didn’t have to look far. You might not
be so lucky, but there are all sorts of other ways to find
members. In fact finding musicians isn’t as hard as you
think, as a lot of people want to be in a band. You can
place ads in local colleges, music shops, or even the
local press if you’re willing to pay. Or just ask around —
friends, friends of friends. Do make it clear which
musicians you're looking for though, so that you don’t
waste people’s time. Drummers are always the hardest
to find!

It's important that you play the music that feels right to
you. Don't just go for what’s popular at the time - you
need to play what you love. Your favourite bands and
their styles will obviously be an influence on you, and
that’s fine. However, you need to do something a bit
different. Don't just copy them! Mix and match until you
find a sound you all like. ?

You don't have to write your own songs. Some bands
just play other people’s songs all the time, and are
quite happy with that. ® Not everyone has the
musical talent for this, but if one or more of you in the
group do, you're in luck. Maybe one of you has a tune
they created. Any of you can suggest ideas, and you
can all use this as a base to build on. Keep it simple at
first, and you’ll get there eventually.

Finding a good place to practise is essential. There has to
be enough space for the band and all the gear, plus it has to
be somewhere where the noise won't bother other people
too much. A garage can be good, as long as there isn't a
car in it. Some towns and villages have community rooms
that youcanuse.*  Take your time to have a look
around. You'll find somewhere eventually.

When you're good enough, you’'ll want to promote your
band and start looking for gigs. Setting up a website is easy
nowadays, and you can do it for free. ° This will
cost you, as you will need to book time in a studio. Get your
songs as near perfect as possible beforehand, because
studio time is expensive. Three or four should be fine — then
upload them to your website so people can hear what
you've got.

When you get your first gig, try to produce some
promotional stuff — T-shirts, badges, that kind of thing. They
get your name ‘out there’, and most bands make more
money doing that than from playing live at the beginning.
Work hard, practise and keep writing new songs. Play at
local venues and get to know other bands in your area - all
contacts are good contacts.® ~ Whether or not you
ever make the big time, being in a band is an experience
worth having that you'll remember all your life.

In 2006, the girls decided to form their own band. They
played at local venues but because all three sisters
were doing other things, they did not take the band too
seriously. After Este graduated in 2010, Danielle finished
high school and Alana left college, they released three
songs as a free download on their website. Since then,
they have become one of the United States’ most
successful pop bands.

The Wright brothers

Picture

Brothers Wilbur and Orville Wright are famous for inventing
the first aeroplane. Their interest in flight started on the
day their father brought home a toy helicopter for them.

It was made of paper and wood, and was powered by a
rubber band. The boys played with it until it broke, and
then made their own to replace it. Although they were
very clever, neither of them finished high school.

When they were older, they owned a bicycle shop where
they started manufacturing and selling their own bikes.
It became very successful and provided them with the
money to pay for their experiments in flight. Eventually,
they built their first “flying machine’. Although it worked
very well, it took several years before any government
or business took them seriously enough to give them
any money!

When you think of famous sporting sisters, the first
names to spring to mind are Venus and Serena. The
Williams sisters grew up in a poor area of Los Angeles,
where their father Richard taught them to play tennis. He
used what he had learned from books and videos to coach
them. When she was only ten years old, Venus - the older
of the two — could serve the ball at speeds of over 160
km/h! However, Serena is now generally regarded as the
better of the two players.

The sisters entered the professional tennis circuit in their
early teens, and soon began to dominate the game.
Between them they have won dozens of titles — often
playing against each other in the finals. But, in spite of their
competitive natures, they remain very close. In fact, they
share a house in Florida.

INCREDIBLE = TORNADOES

Nobody really ° says it any more, but you've probably heard the old-fashioned English' ‘It's raining

cats and dogs’ to describe very heavy rain. The?  of this idiom is obscure, and it has almost certainly never
happened in real life. However, many other surprising things have been®  torain down from the clouds. One
morning in 1981, the citizens of Naphlion, in Greece, saw small green frogs falling from the sky. They landed in trees,
on roofs and on the streets. The*  of frog came from North Africa, hundreds of kilometres away!

These can then be carried
for many kilometres, and’ _ they will be dropped by the clouds carrying them. There have been reports of
fish, tomatoes, and rocks, being dropped from the sky.

However, it seems that fish are the most common thing to fall from the clouds (apart from rain). They are the lightest
and most common inhabitants of water, after all. In one town in Honduras, a ‘Rain of Fish’ happens every year.
The people of the area even have a festival to celebrate the occasion.

m These stories tend to make light of the true nature of tornadoes, though. They are a force of nature that can be truly
terrifying. There are many types of tornado and while most are relatively harmless, like the ones described above,
every year parts of the world experience huge tornadoes, which can bring extreme destruction. They have been
known to destroy whole towns, and kill thousands of people. And worse, some of them can be made of fire!

Known as fire tornadoes,’ they usually occur when a large wildfire is in progress. These fires are so hot that they
can create their own wind, which can turn into a spinning whirlwind of flame. Under the right conditions, they can
grow to over ten metres wide and 300 metres tall. Although fire tornadoes usually move quite slowly, they can cause
an incredible amount of destruction. They will set anything in their way on fire and throw burning objects into the
surrounding areas. Sometimes they can last for more than an hour, and it is impossible to put them out. You just
have to wait.

Glen Mason is one man who saw a fire tornado close up. He watched it for over half an hour before it finally died.
‘It was about 500 metres away and it sounded just like a jet plane,’ he said. ‘It was terrifying, but also the most
amazing and exciting thing I've ever seen. I'm a very lucky man - both to have seen it and to have survived it!’

A step up from social robots, these can allow you to visit a distant location and explore it as if you were there.
They let healthcare workers check on patients, for example. Also, children who cannot leave their homes because
they are ill or disabled can attend school using one of these!

You need a highly-specialised robot if you want it to do the cooking for you. The one we saw was developed by a
German university. It can cook pancakes and sausages, and even make sandwiches. We're not so sure about this
one - you might want fo supervise if it's using the cooker!

1 DOUG ENGELBART (picture )

In an era when computers were as big as the
rooms that held them, Doug Engelbart’s ideas were
very advanced. He invented a lot of things, but
without a doubt his most famous invention was the
computer mouse.

The son of a radio repairman, Engelbart studied
electrical engineering at university, and eventually
became a computer researcher.

The first mouse was a wooden shell with two metal
wheels, and was demonstrated in San Francisco in
1968. It was called a mouse because the tail came out
of the end.

Although over a billion computer mice have been
sold, Engelbart never made much money from them.
His company sold Steve Jobs’ Apple Computer, Inc.
a licence for the technology for only about $40,000
in 1983.

2 BABBAGE AND LOVELACE (picture )

Charles Babbage was an English mathematician and
Cambridge University graduate who had the idea of
using a machine to solve maths problems. Until that
time, human beings did maths on paper — and often
made mistakes. In the 1830s Babbage developed what
he called the Difference Engine, which was the first
ever digital computer. It was the size of a small car.

Babbage’s computer was programmed by Ada
Lovelace, the daughter of a famous poet. She used
small cards with holes in them to give instructions to
the machine, and is considered by many people to be
the world’s first computer programmer.

Together they designed a more advanced machine
called the Analytical Engine, but it wasn't actually built
until 1991, when British scientists created one from
Babbage's notes.

Some kids are passionate about playing computer
games. From early on in his childhood, Mark Zuckerberg
loved designing them. His parents gave him a lot of
encouragement for his interest in computers, and by the
time he started university, he already had a reputation as
a highly-skillful programmer.

In 2004, while still a student, he spent most of his

time on the creation of a free website which he called
‘TheFacebook’. It allowed students at his university to
keep each other up to date with what they were doing

in their daily lives. In the summer of that year, it grew
quickly in popularity, and soon expanded to include most
universities in the United States. In 2006, by that time
called simply Facebook, it was launched globally for
anyone over the age of 13 to use.

Today, Facebook has over two billion users worldwide
and many millions more use the company’s other social
media apps Instagram, WhatsApp and Messenger. Mark
Zuckerberg is one of the wealthiest people in the world -
even though he left university in his second year.

Probably the closest thing the computer industry has ever
had to a rock star, Steve Jobs achieved success early in
life after giving up university before finishing his first year.
Steve Jobs and his friend Steve Wozniak then formed
Apple Computer, Inc., when Jobs was just 21.

They went on to make the world’s best-selling computer,
called Apple II, then another called the Macintosh.
Known as the Mac, it was the first personal computer

to use a mouse and a graphical interface - like nearly all
computers have today.

In the 1990s and 2000s, Jobs was the creative force
behind such best-selling gadgets as the iPod, the iPhone
and the iPad - as well as helping create award-winning
animated films with Pixar Studios.

Believe it or not, many scientists now believe that people
with lots of friends live 22% longer than those with hardly
any friends. It's even been suggested that having lots of
friends may make it less likely that you will catch a cold.

It seems that having a supportive social network can
result in less stress and therefore better health. Why
should this be? Well, the fact is we're sociable animals.
We have evolved to live in groups, and need others

So people with lots of
social connections are more relaxed, easy-going, and
have higher self-esteem — all of which are related to
better health.

Although friends help us cope with stress, they can also
cause it. Think about it — how do you feel when your best
friend says something hurtful to you? People we really
like can wound us more deeply than anyone when they
make an insensitive comment, or let us down — because
they mean so much more to us. So would we be healthier
if we didn’t have any friends at all? Definitely not. When it
comes to circles of friends, bigger is better.

So what should you do if your social life isn’t going as
well as you want it to? The research here is helpful.
For a start, don’t underestimate the value of the
line 28 humble acquaintance.

The old saying ‘opposites attract’ couldn’t
be further from the truth. Researchers have
known for a long time that people choose
friends who are the same as them in lots of
ways — age, education level, politics. In fact, recent
brain research has found that close friends have almost
identical brain patterns!

Generally speaking, females are better at friendships than
males. In stressful situations girls (and women) protect
and care for others, and look for others to support them.
They listen to their female friends’ problems and help
come up with solutions. Boys (and men) tend not to do
that, as male friendships are often more about helping
out with practical problems, mending things and so on.
Their friendships have less emotional content.

Whatever you think about the scientific research into
friendship, it is an unfortunate truth that people don't
have as many friends as they used to.

Either way, you're not living in the
present. You're somewhere else. And that’s when accidents
happen.

R Recent research indicates that accident-prone people
really do exist. Scientists in the Netherlands studied the
accidents of nearly 150,000 people from different countries,
and found that one out of every 29 people has a 50% or

higher chance of having an accident than the rest of the

stressed than the other 28 in every 29?7

% The scientists concluded that stress wasn’t the main
factor in causing accidents. ‘Stress and anxiety don’t help,
says Professor Kurt Knopf, ‘but the biggest problem seems to
be multitasking - trying to do more than one thing at a time.
If you’re chopping onions with a sharp knife, you have to
concentrate on it. You can’t let things like shouting children

or a ringing telephone distract you, or you'll cut yourself’

/'S OPRAH WINFREY

Born in rural Mississippi to an
unmarried teenage mother, Oprah
Winfrey did not have the easiest start
in life. Until the age of six, she was
looked after by her grandmother while
her mother worked as a maid in another
town. Throughout her childhood, she and her
younger sister were moved around from relative to relative until,
as a teenager, Oprah settled with her father.

Josep ‘Pep’ Guardiola, probably
the most famous football coach in
the world, had humble beginnings.

is now one of the world’s top football agents. Pep signed
for Barcelona FC youth academy at the age of 13, and he
became a member of the senior squad when he was 20.

J. K. Rowling rose from poverty in

a way that seems almost as magical
as her most famous creation, Harry
Potter. Although she was born into a family
that was financially comfortable, as an adult Rowling went
through difficult periods when she says she was very poor, but
not quite homeless. In 1990, on a delayed frain journey to her job
in London, Rowling dreamt up the story of a young boy attending
a school of wizardry. From that day on, she worked on the first
Harry Potter book wherever she was, including Manchester, where
she was a researcher, Portugal, where she taught English for 18
months, and Edinburgh, where she did a teacher training course.
Harry Potter and the Philosopher’s Stone was finished in 1995,
published in 1997 — and the rest is history.
